Today we celebrate the Feast of 
the Baptism of the Lord. 
Tomorrow, Monday, January 11, 
2010th, we begin Ordinary Time in 
this new liturgical year. This will 
take us to Ash Wednesday. 
The Feast of the Baptism of the 
Lord is intimately connected to the 

Solemnity of the Epiphany – even though in 
reality there was nearly 30 years between these 
events in the life of Jesus Christ. The Epiphany 
took place when Jesus was very young.  The 
Baptism of Jesus took place when Jesus was 
about to begin his public ministry at the age of 
30. He wished to make a close association 
between his ministry and the ministry of John 
the Baptist, the one chosen by God to preach 
his coming and prepare the people to receive 
the Lord.  
But in addition to this, there is the underlying 
teaching about the sacrament of Baptism. We 
have Jesus with water being poured over him by 
John. We have the voice of God the Father 
proclaiming that this is his beloved Son, and we 
have the witnesses who tell us that the Dove 
(the image of the Holy Spirit) appeared 
hovering over the head of Jesus. Thus, we have 
the proclamation of the most Holy Trinity at 
this moment when water was poured and we 
heard the echo of the sacrament of Baptism 
ringing down through the ages: I baptize you, in 
the name of the Father and of the Son and of 
the Holy Spirit. This is truly the foretelling of 
our Baptism and the Sacrament of Baptism. 
Thus, today we shall renew our own baptism 
and we shall renew our baptismal promises, 
recalling our own commitment to the Lord. 
In addition, this is Vocation Awareness week. All 
are asked to please pray for Vocations every 
day. I say it so often that it seems trite:  This is 
the greatest need in the Church today:  
Vocation! A priestly vocation flows from our 
baptism. Our baptism into the Kingdom of God 
demands the sacraments for that life journey 
and we cannot have them without priests. 
This is always true but never more so than it is 
in the 21st Century.  In our own diocese we 
have a great need for vocations. You have 
heard it proclaimed so often here: Without the 
priesthood, you cannot have the Church.  We 
cannot have the celebration of Mass, we 
cannot have the sacrament of Penance, we 
cannot have the anointing of the sick, and we 
cannot have the authentic preaching of the 
Word of God without the ordained ministry of 
bishop, priest, and deacon.  
This year the Diocese of Norwich will see one 
man ordained to the priesthood. The need for 
priests is growing everyday.
