Each Advent season the Church 
present us with several awe inspiring 
figures 
Today I wish to present two special 
ones as we journey through this 
beautiful season of preparation. The 
first is ISAIAH, THE PROPHET. HE LIVED 

IN THE LATTER PART OF THE 8TH CENTURY AND THE 
EARLY PART OF THE 7TH CENTURE B.C. He was 
witness to one of the most turbulent periods of 
the Old Testament Jerusalem history. He 
presented the people with an extraordinary 
vision of the Messianic Hope for Israel and a clear 
vision of what the coming of the Messiah would 
mean to the Israelites. His visions of the kingdom 
of the Messiah are as beautiful as any ever 
conceived and established that a new order 
would be ushered in when the Messiah came.  He 
is the perfect prelude to the Sermon on the 
Mount. The new order is foretold by Isaiah and is 
perfectly fulfilled by Jesus Christ as we read and 
learn from his life and preaching. We should read 
him and know his message. 
The second figure I present today is JOHN THE 
BAPTIST. He is the Son of Elizabeth and 
Zechariah. He was conceived by them when 
they were advanced in age and was clearly 
chosen by God to foretell the coming of the 
Messiah. We know nothing of his early years 
existence and he does not appear on the stage of 
history until he is in his early thirties. He is 
somewhat of a “hermit” style person.  He lives in 
the wilderness and eats from the wilderness. He 
is known for his sound but provocative 
preaching. He sets the stage for the coming of 
the Messiah in the person of Jesus Christ and 
becomes our guide to how we should prepare 
for his coming just as he prepared the people of 
his day for the coming of the Lord Jesus.  There 
were several encounters between Jesus and 
John (cousins).  Scripture scholars believe there 
probably were several of these in the thirty 
years of their mutual hidden life. We heard him 
last week and we hear him at daily Mass. We shall 
have our Advent Penance Service on Monday 
night, December 14th. Remember the words of 
John the Baptist, “Repent! The Kingdom of God is 
at hand” 
Come on Monday night to Church and make a 
good confession before Christmas.
