Everyone 14 years of age or older is bound to abstain 
from meat on Ash Wednesday, all the Fridays of Lent 

and Good Friday.  
Everyone 18 or older, & under 59 years of age, is bound 

to fast on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday. On Ash 
Wednesday and Good Friday, one full meatless meal is 

allowed.
